1.2 Definitions: 
· ‘State Government’ means the Government of Maharashtra.

· ‘Director’ means the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State.

· ‘Admission Authority’ means the sole authority appointed by the Government at the institute level to invite applications, effect admissions by implementing these rules and to act as Appellate Authority for representations, if any.

· ‘Polytechnic’ means an institution imparting technical education in Engineering and allied technical subjects leading to Diploma in Engineering / Technology.

· ‘Government Polytechnic’ means the Polytechnic run by the Government of Maharashtra.

· ‘Government Aided Polytechnic’ means Polytechnic run by private management which receives financial assistance from the Government of Maharashtra.

· ‘Un-Aided Polytechnic’ means Polytechnic run by private management on self financing basis.

· ‘Sanctioned Intake’ means the course wise number of seats sanctioned by the Government Resolution with reference to the AICTE’s   approval.

· ‘Inter se merit’ means the order of merit. 

· Candidate’ means an applicant who desires to seek admission to First Year of the Diploma Course in Polytechnic in Maharashtra State by submitting the prescribed application form to the individual institutes.

· ‘Sandwich Pattern’ is the provision of Industrial Training during the course in Diploma.

· Persons of Indian Origin (PIO): Persons who are citizens of other countries (except Pakistan and Bangladesh) who at any time held an Indian Passport or that person or either of his / her parents or any of his / her grand parents was a citizen of India by virtue of the provisions of the Constitution of India or Sec 2 (b) of Citizenship Act, 1955 (Act No. 57 of 1955).

· Foreign Nationals: Citizens of all countries other than India, who are not of Indian origin as defined under PIO.

· Foreign Student: Foreign Student in this context shall be defined as the student who possesses a foreign passport.

· NRI: Non Resident Indian as per definition given in the section 6 of the Income Tax Act 1961.

1.4.0 Seats available under Other Types

1.4.1 Seats available for National Cadet Corps (N.C.C.): 

Provision of Fifteen seats in the State is made for N.C.C. candidates. These                                                                               fifteen seats will be earmarked in the Govt. & Govt. Aided Polytechnics as per the choice of candidate and availability of seat. Maximum one seat will be earmarked in one Polytechnic. Candidates seeking admission against these seats shall submit the prescribed application form to the N.C.C. authority mentioned in admission rule 4.1. Admission against these seats is made on the basis of inter se merit of the N.C.C. candidates as per the merit list prepared by the N.C.C. authority. The N.C.C. Candidates can also seek admission for seats available for admission through individual institutes by applying separately for admissions to diploma courses other than N.C.C. quota.

The candidate seeking admission under N.C.C. quota, must fulfil following eligibility in addition to educational qualification mentioned in rule no.2.1

1. Certification of representing Maharashtra at All India level.

2. Certificate of minimum 70% attendance in two years of N.C.C.

3. N.C.C. `A’ certificate. 

Note:-Candidate who has secured admission in any other institute shall produce certificate indicating his/ her original documents are retained with the previous institute. (Proforma N)

1.4.2 
Seats available for Jammu & Kashmir Migrants:

Provision of one seat in each course over and above the sanctioned intake in all Government, Govt aided Minority, Non-Government aided and Un-Aided Polytechnics / Institutes is made for;

· The children of citizens who are displaced from Jammu and Kashmir to any part of India or from unsafe border area of J & K to a relatively safer place in J & K from 1990 onwards due to terrorist activities.

· The children of officers belonging to Indian Administrative Services, Indian Police Services, Indian Forest Service, other officers and children of staff belonging to military and paramilitary forces, transferred to Jammu and Kashmir to combat terrorist activities.

· The children of staff of J & K police engaged in combating terrorism. 

Admission against these seats is made strictly on the basis of inter se merit of J and K candidates. Under any condition the seats remaining vacant in this quota will not be offered to Candidates from any other category. Candidates seeking admission under this provision shall submit their application forms to

on or before 5.00 pm on the last date prescribed. 

1.4.3 
Seats available for Government of India Nominees:

Provision of a specified number of seats is made for the nominees from states and Union Territories which lack the facility in Technical Education. The Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD), Government of India determines these seats every year. These seats are over and above the sanctioned intake for the courses in which admissions against these seats are provided. The admission procedure for these seats is as under: 

· The respective state selects the candidates for the seats earmarked for their state

· The competent authority of the respective state issues the course allotment letter to the candidate.

· The candidate with course allotment letter is required to report to the Directorate of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, 3, Mahapalika Marg, Opp. Metro Cinema, Mumbai - 400 001 for scrutiny of original certificates and for collecting the admission letter on or before 14th August of the current academic year. Candidates are hereby informed not to report to the concerned Institutes without collecting admission letter from Directorate of Technical Education, Maharashtra state, Mumbai-400 001.

These admissions are subject to the following conditions.

· Candidates nominated by the concerned States shall be admitted only and only if they fulfil the condition of eligibility as mentioned in Rule 2.0. Candidates so admitted will have to obtain eligibility certificate from the concerned Board.

· If the candidate does not fulfil the minimum eligibility criterion, he/she will not be considered for admission even though he/she has been nominated as a GoI nominee.

· The backward class category candidates nominated from the respective states as per the reservation policy of the state, will get relaxation in educational qualification for eligibility as in case of Maharashtra state backward class category candidates. However GoI nominees belonging to backward class category do not get any exemption in tuition fee.  

1.4.4 
Seats available for Marathi speaking candidates of Mauritius (MR)

· Five seats in all shall be reserved in all the Government and Govt. Aided Polytechnics, taken together, for the sons and the daughters of the Marathi speaking persons from Mauritius.

· The father/ mother of these candidates must be citizens of Mauritius.

· Candidates shall be required to come on their own for studies in Maharashtra and no concession whatsoever shall be admissible to them for admission or continuation of education.

· These seats shall be over and above the sanctioned intake capacity of the polytechnics. The applications for these seats are required to be submitted to the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, 3, Mahapalika Marg, Opp. Metro Cinema , Mumbai- 400 001, on or before 5.00 P.M. on the last date prescribed. The allotment of seats shall be done by the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, based on the merit of Candidates in this category, as per the details given in the admission schedule. 

1.4.5 
Seats available for Unique Diploma Courses as mentioned in Annexure C: 

 For the Polytechnics, which are running unique courses as shown in Annexure C, the admission is carried out on the basis of State level merit of applications received at the respective Polytechnics. Aspiring candidates for these Polytechnics shall submit their applications to the Principal of the respective Institute.

1.5  
Seats available for OMS candidates: 

The seats remaining vacant, if any, in Un-Aided Polytechnics, after offering admissions to all Maharashtra candidates on the merit list will be offered to the eligible candidates from the states other than Maharashtra State as per the following guidelines.

· These admissions are made on the basis of inter se Merit of the OMS candidates. 
· The head of concerned unaided institute shall effect these admissions. 
· The candidate must fulfil the eligibility condition as mentioned in Rule 2.0. 

· The percentage of out side Maharashtra candidates so admitted should not exceed 20% of the sanctioned intake for any course in the institute. (Refer Rule No.14.0, para-3)

· The candidate having score more than 50% marks in aggregate shall only be considered for admission. 

· There is no reservation for the Backward class category candidates belonging to OMS.

1.6  
Sanctioned intake for various Courses in various Polytechnics for every academic year:

As per the orders of Hon’ble High Court of Judicature at Bombay, the intake capacity for different courses in different Polytechnics of the State of Maharashtra shall be decided as under:

· The AICTE shall communicate to the State Government the approved new Polytechnics, the changes in the intake capacity of different courses and the new courses in the existing Polytechnics, before 30th June every year.

· Approvals to start a new Polytechnic / course and changes in the intake capacity of the existing courses communicated after 30th June of the current academic year shall not be included in the admission process of the current academic year. 

· If AICTE fails to communicate the intake capacity of the Polytechnics to the State Government on or before 30th June of the current academic year then the admissions will be done on the basis of the sanctioned intake capacity of previous academic year. 

1.7.0   Allocation of Seats through individual institutes:

The seats available for admission through admission Authority are allocated as per the details in the table below.

1.7.1 District Level 70% Seats  :

· The eligibility of a candidate for 70% district level seats is decided on the basis of the location of the school from which the candidate has passed the qualifying examination. 

e.g., Candidate passing Std. X examination from Ichalkaranji in Kolhapur district is eligible for 70% district level seats of Kolhapur district. 

· Candidates passing qualifying (Std. X) examination from the newly formed districts which do not have any Govt. or Govt. aided polytechnics within them, shall be considered for 70% seats in district as shown below

· In the Government and Government Aided Polytechnics / Institutions running post SSC diploma courses in Greater Mumbai, Mumbai Suburban and Thane district, Candidates passing Std. X examination from any of the three districts are eligible for 70% district level seats offered by all the three districts.

· The Polytechnics shown in Annexure C are not covered under district level 70% admission.

1.7.2 Admissions to Govt. / Govt. Aided  / Un-aided Polytechnics and Un-Aided Courses in Govt. / Govt. Aided Polytechnics:

For Admission to Govt. / Govt. Aided Polytechnics / Un-aided Polytechnics and Un-Aided Courses in Govt. Aided Polytechnics, candidates will have to apply separately to each polytechnic in prescribed application form issued by the respective Polytechnic. Application forms will available in respective institute for the period of 15 days after the day of declaration of SSC result of Maharashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher Secondary Certificate Examination. Candidates can submit the filled Application to respective Polytechnic up to 5.00 p.m. of the 15th day after the day of declaration of S.S.C. Exam. Result. (Excluding the day of declaration of result)

· Secured minimum 50% marks in aggregate (45% marks in aggregate in case of Backward Class category candidates belonging to Maharashtra State only) from a recognized school in Maharashtra State.

· The term ‘aggregate marks’ used here shall mean the grand total marks obtained by    the candidate, taken together for all the subjects, whether compulsory or optional. 

· No relaxation in educational qualification will be entertained for physically handicapped candidates.

Admission to Candidates who had taken admission to first year diploma course during the previous 
academic year:   

A candidate who had taken admission to first year of diploma course during the previous academic year is eligible for the admission to first year diploma course during the current academic year subject to the condition that the earlier admission is cancelled before the last date for submission of application form for the current academic year. Such candidates will not be eligible for exemption of any subjects passed during the earlier admission and also they have to produce the NOC (No Objection certificate) in the proforma N given in the brochure.
3.0 
Reservations: 

The various reservation provisions provided for the seats under the purview of competent authority are detailed here. The seats earmarked for N.C.C. candidates, J & K candidates and Govt. of India nominees do not have further internal reservation. 

3.1 

Provision of 15% seats for candidates passing SSC examination with Technical/Vocational subjects: 

· 15 % seats of the sanctioned intake, course wise, shall be reserved for Candidates passing Std. X examination with Technical/ vocational subjects as prescribed by the Directorate of Vocational Education, Maharashtra State.

· For deciding the merit of such candidates, the marks scored by the candidate in the SSC Examination, without considering the marks scored by the candidate in the Technical/ vocational subjects, shall be considered.

· The seats reserved for these candidates shall have further reservation among themselves for the Backward Class category candidates mentioned in these Rules.
3.2.0 
Reservation for Backward Class Candidates: 

The percentage of seats reserved for the backward class candidates from Maharashtra State are as per the details given in table below. The percentages of reservation are the percentages of the sanctioned intake capacity for the course in all Govt. / Govt. Aided and Unaided Polytechnics except for the institutes having minority status. In case of minority institutes, the percentages of reservation are for the percentage of the seats available for non-minority candidates.  Backward class candidates shall claim the category to which they belong at the time of application. If a candidate fails to claim reservation for backward class on the application and subsequently claims reservation at the time of admission by producing necessary documents, such claim shall not be considered.

3.3 Reservation for sons / daughters of defence Service Personnel:  

Five per cent (5%) seats of the total sanctioned intake for Polytechnic, subject to a maximum of five (5) seats in each Government, Government Aided and Unaided Polytechnics shall be reserved for children of defence service personnel and ex-defence service personnel including those permanently disabled or killed in action. These seats are within the sanctioned intake capacity for the course.
The seats reserved under this category are excluding the number of seats secured by the candidates belonging to defence category standing in general merit.

a) Children of active service personnel who are domiciled in Maharashtra State (D1). 
b) Children of active service personnel (D2)
- Who are transferred to Maharashtra State but are not domiciled in Maharashtra State,

- Who are not domiciled in Maharashtra State but their families are stationed in Maharashtra  

   State under the provision of retention of family accommodation at the last duty station on 

   grounds of children education.

c) Children of Ex- service personnel who are domiciled in Maharashtra State (D3). 

These 5% seats should be offered to eligible children of defence service personnel on the inter-se merit of all Defence category candidates taken together.

Seats reserved for Defence category candidates are available only amongst 70% District Level seats. However, Defence category candidates giving options for 30% round will be considered as open category candidates or as any other backward class category candidate, if applicable.

3.4 
Physically Handicapped Candidates:

3.4.1 
As per the provisions in Clause 39 of Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full Participation Act 1995, three per cent (3%) seats of total sanctioned intake capacity of Government and Government Aided colleges shall be reserved for physically handicapped candidates. These seats are within the sanctioned intake capacity and taken from minority seats in case of Institutions having minority status.

 This reservation shall be applicable for following types of physically handicapped candidates:

· Blind / visually impaired candidates (P1)

· Speech & hearing impaired (deaf & dumb) candidates-(P2)

· Candidates with orthopaedic disorders and learning disabilities, Dyslexia, Dyscalculia, Dysgraphica, Spastic-(P3).

These 3% seats should be offered to eligible Physically Handicapped Candidates on the inter-se merit of all PH candidates taken together.

Note: It should be noted that the physically handicapped candidates on admission to Diploma course will not be given any exemptions or additional facilities in the academic activities other than those which may be provided by the MSBTE and respective Institutions.

Seats reserved for physically handicapped candidates are available only in 70% District Level seats. However, physically handicapped category candidates giving options for 30% round will be considered as open category candidates or as any other backward class category candidates, if applicable.

3.4.2 
Five seats in each course for physically handicapped candidates in the following Polytechnics: 

In addition to the seats specified in 3.4.1, provision of additional 5 seats in each course over and above the sanctioned intake is made in Polytechnics who have received AICTE approval for physically handicapped candidates through Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Ministry of Human Resource Development, Govt. of India. This scheme is meant for Upgrading existing Polytechnic to integrate the Physically Disabled in the Main stream of Technical and Vocational Education. The following Polytechnics are permitted to fill up the seats under this provision.

· Govt. Polytechnic, Kolhapur

· Govt. Polytechnic, Mumbai

· Govt. Polytechnic, Pune

3.5 
Reservation for female candidates:

As per the provisions in Govt. Resolution No. GEC-1000/ (123/2000)/ Tech. Edu.-1, dated 17th April, 2000, 30% seats shall be reserved for female candidates in all the Government, Govt.-Aided and Unaided Polytechnics in all the courses. This reservation shall be with in all categories like Open, SC, ST, VJ, NT B, NT C, NT D and OBC.

Seats available for the Weaver Community of Solapur District :

10% seats of the sanctioned intake capacity of the Textile course at Government Polytechnic, Solapur shall be reserved for the weaver communities of Solapur district.

4.2 
Documents required for various types of candidates:                                                 

The documents required to be produced by various types of candidates at the time of admission are as shown in Annexure – C. Candidates are required to attach the attested copies of the documents mentioned in Annexure – B along with their application form. 

4.2.1 
Attestation: 

Candidates shall note the following points while submitting the Application forms.

· Candidates shall attach attested copies of all the required certificates as mentioned in these rules and enumerate the same in the given format. Candidates shall not attach a copy of any other certificate which is not asked for under these rules such as certificates for participation in sports, cultural activities etc.
· The copies of certificates or documents attached to the application form should be attested by the Principal of the College from which the candidate has passed qualifying examination or Gazetted Officer or Special Executive Magistrate or Head Master of a Secondary School or teaching staff of a Government college / Polytechnic not below the rank of a Lecturer. Original certificates should not be attached with the application.  

4.2.2 
Translation: 

If the candidate produces any certificate, which is not in Marathi, Hindi or English language, then translated and authenticated Marathi , Hindi or English version of the same, duly attested by a Gazetted Officer also is required to be produced.

5.0 
Assignment of merit number 

5.1 
Merit Number:

Each candidate who has submitted application form to any institute on or before the last date prescribed for the submission of application form for that institute will be assigned a District level Merit number (general merit number for that institute) / and a State level Merit number (30% quota merit number for that institute) based on the following criteria. Assignment of a Merit number does not indicate or ensure admission to any seat.

· Aggregate of marks obtained at SSC (Std. X) or equivalent qualifying examination shall be the basis for the purpose of determining the inter se merit.

· No rounding off of the marks secured by the candidate will be done in individual subject or grand total while converting marks of the individual subject out of 100.

5.2 
Relative Merit in case of tie: 

In case of tie, i.e. candidates having equal marks in qualifying examination i.e. S. S.C. examination, the inter-se merit of candidates shall be reassessed as laid down below: 

· A candidate passing H.S.C. (Std. XII) Science stream examination at (10 +2) level will have first priority.

· A candidate passing H.S.C. (Std. XII) Examination with M.C.V.C. will have second priority.

· A candidate passing Intermediate grade drawing examination will have third priority.

· A candidate who has secured higher marks in the subject of Mathematics at S.S.C. examination will have fourth priority.

· A candidate who has secured higher marks in the subject of Science at the S.S.C. Examination will have fifth priority.

· A candidate who has secured higher marks in the subject of English at the S.S.C. Examination will have sixth priority.

5.3 
Change of Marks due to verification:

· If the marks in the qualifying examination get modified due to verification and the same is duly certified by the Maharashtra State Board of Secondary and Higher Secondary Education or its equivalent, the same shall be reported to the concerned admission centre. 

· The effect of the change in marks will be taken into consideration only for the rounds of admission, which are due for commencement after the date of reporting by the candidate.

6.0 
Admission Rounds: 

6.1 
Admissions to Foreign Nationals /Foreign Student / NRI/ Persons of Indian Origin / Children of 
Indian workers in the Gulf countries: 

The Principals of the Institutions of the respective Govt., Non Govt. Aided and Un aided Polytechnics shall invite applications for the seats reserved for Foreign nationals / Persons of Indian Origin etc by giving wide publicity in the newspapers and website etc.

Aspiring candidates fulfilling the eligibility criteria as mentioned in the rule 1.1 and 2.0 shall directly contact to the Principals of the respective Polytechnics for admissions. These admissions will be made strictly as per merit on or before the commencement of academic session for the first semester / year for the current academic year.

The admission against these seats (refer 1.3.0) is permitted to the institutes only after the institute secures a certificate from AICTE regarding the availability of facilities for creation of supernumerary seats. If any seats available for Foreign nationals / NRI/Persons of Indian Origin etc remain vacant due to non availability of eligible candidates for these seats, such vacant seats shall be kept vacant. Under any condition these seats shall not be offered to any other candidates.

6.2 .0 
Admission Rounds for Type A, B, C, D and E candidates:

6.2.1 
Display of Merit list: 

A consolidated provisional merit list based on the marks obtained at qualifying examination i.e. S.S.C. examination shall be prepared, arranging all applicants irrespective of caste or category in the order of merit and every responsible admitting authority shall exhibit this provisional merit list on the notice board indicating therein the marks obtained, in such a manner that it can be seen by all candidates in the merit list. A candidate seeking admission to a course covered by these rules shall have a right to raise an objection against the merit marks obtained by another candidate, if he/ she has a reason to believe, as per available documents that they are not given correctly, within given period.

The candidate raising objection shall lodge in writing, within two days of exhibition of provisional merit list, his/ her objections stating reasons therein, which led him/ her to believe that the merit marks obtained by Candidates against whom he/she has preferred to complain were incorrect with sufficient evidence to support his/ her objections.  Mere expression of suspicion or doubt shall not be sufficient to warrant an inquiry.

The admitting authorities shall make inquiries in such a matter on the basis of evidence tendered, and decide whether the objections raised have been proved. If the objections are proved, correction to that extent shall be effected and a final list shall be exhibited and date of interview be notified to such candidates.

Admission shall be carried out on the basis of merit and with reference to choice of course indicated by Candidates at the time of admission, subject to reservation of seats and priorities provided in these Rules. The admissions shall be carried out in various rounds as follows:

6.2.2 
General note on Admission Rounds:

All the candidates who have been assigned a District level Merit number and a State level Merit number (30% quota merit number) by the respective institutes shall be considered for admission in these rounds (Round 1 & Round 2) for the seats available with the Admission Authority. 

The Round 1 is conducted for all the candidates who are eligible for admission and have applied to that institute. The round has eight stages 1-A to 1-H. This round is to be conducted by counselling by the individual institute. Candidates seeking admission shall remain present  as per the admission schedule. 

The Round-2 is meant for filling the seats remaining vacant at the end of Round-1 and seats vacated due to cancellations up to the commencement of Round-2. The Round will be conducted by counselling.

6.2.3 
Admission Round-1: District level 70 % seats  & State level 30% seats (excluding the parent district of institute for round of 30%) 

Eligible candidates: All the candidates who have applied to the institute and are eligible for admission.

Seats Available: 70% district level seats and 30% state level seats of the institute. 

Stage 1-A: (General Merit Round)

Eligible candidates: All candidates who are eligible for 70% District level seats and 30% State level seats.
Seats Available: 70% of district level seats and 30% of state level seats of that institute.

General notes:

· For the candidates with Technical subjects in qualifying examination (Technical Candidates), the seat availability shall be checked in the following order. 

1) Seats for technical candidates in Open category.

2) Seats for technical candidates in respective reserved category.

3) Seats for general candidates (Seats open for both technical and non-technical candidates) in Open category.

4) Seats for general candidates (Seats open for both technical and non-technical candidates) in the respective reserved category.

· The candidate may select any seat from the seats available at his/her merit number.

· Reserved category candidates shall be admitted in open category by virtue of their merit or in their respective category of reservation, if open category seats are not available as per their merit. 
· SBC category candidates shall be admitted in open category by virtue of their merit or in their original category of reservation, if open category seats are not available as per their merit.
· For the female candidates, the seats availability shall be checked in the following order ;

1. the seats reserved for female candidates in open category, 

2. the general seats (seats which are open for both male and female candidates) in  open category,

3. the seats reserved for female candidates in respective reserved category. 

4. The general seats (seats which are open for both male and female candidates) in their respective reserved category and the first available seat in that order shall be allotted to them. 

Stage1-B: (Gender de-reservation Round )

Eligible candidates: All open and backward class category candidates with technical subject..

Seats Available : On completion of Stage 1-A, if any of the open and backward class categories mentioned above, do not get the required number of female candidates for the percentages laid down, the seats so remaining vacant shall be filled in from amongst all the candidates ( male / female) belonging to respective open and reserved categories.

General notes:

· The open and backward class category candidates already admitted in Stage 1-A but desirous of seeking a change to a seat that was not available to them at that point of time shall attend this round for a change. Those open and backward class category candidates who are not admitted in Round 1-A may attend this round for a fresh admission. 

· Seats remaining vacant from Technical Female reserved category will be offered to respective Technical reserved category Male/female candidates.

Stage 1-C: (Technical de-reservation Round)

Eligible candidates: All backward class candidates.

Seats Available : On completion of Stage 1-B, if any of the backward class categories mentioned above, does not get the required number of candidates for the percentages laid down for the seats reserved for Technical candidates, the seats so remaining vacant shall be filled in from amongst all the candidates ( Technical /Non-Technical) belonging to respective reserved category. 

General notes:

· The backward class category candidates already admitted in Stage 1-A and 1-B but desirous of seeking a change to a seat that was not available to them at that point of time shall attend this round for a change. Those backward class category candidates who are not admitted in earlier Stages may attend this round for a fresh admission.

· Seats remaining vacant from Technical reserved category will be offered to respective reserved category Technical / Non-technical candidates.

Stage 1-D: (SBC Round)

Eligible candidates: All candidates belonging to Special Backward Class category.

Seats available: On completion of Stage 1-C, if any of the backward class categories does not get the required number of candidates for the percentages laid down, the seats so remaining vacant shall be filled in from amongst all the candidates (male and female) of Special Backward Class (SBC) category, limited to the extent of two per cent seats of sanctioned intake capacity of different courses in various institutes, if available. 

General notes:

· The seats to be offered to SBC candidates shall be made available from any of the categories of reservation wherever vacancies exist after Stage 1-C. Such seats for SBC category shall be filled, if available.

· Any seat (to which a candidate might have been admitted in earlier rounds) falling vacant due to change in admission i.e. admission to a different seat in the current stage, shall be made available to the next candidate in merit subject to the conditions mentioned under ‘seats available’.

· The SBC category candidates already admitted in the earlier stages in their original category but desirous of seeking a change to a seat that was not available to them at that point of time shall attend this round for a change. Those SBC category candidates who are not admitted in Stage 1-A, Stage 1-B and Stage 1-C may attend this round for a fresh admission. 

Stage 1-E: (Backward Class Category group Round)
Eligible candidates: All backward class category candidates. 

Seats available: On completion of Stage 1-D, the seats remaining vacant in the respective group of backward class categories as mentioned below, shall be offered to candidates from the respective group with reference to their inter se merit, for each of the group.

General notes:

· For example, the seats remaining vacant in SC or ST categories after Stage 1-D, shall be offered to all the SC and ST candidates as per their group inter se merit.

· The reserved category candidates already admitted in Stage 1-A / Stage 1-B / Stage 1-C / Stage 1-D but desirous of seeking change to a seat that was not available to them at that point of time shall attend this round for a change. 

· The reserved category candidates who are not admitted in Stage 1-A / Stage 1-B / Stage 1-C/ Stage 1-D may attend this Round for a fresh admission.

· Seats falling vacant due to changes in admissions shall be made available to the next candidate in merit from the respective group.

Stage 1-F: (All reserved category Round)

Eligible candidates: All backward class category candidates.

Seats available: The seats remaining vacant in reserved categories after completion of Stage 1-E, shall be made available to the candidates of all the reserved categories together, on the basis of the inter se merit of all reserved category candidates. 

General Notes:

· The reserved category candidates already admitted in Stage 1-A / 1-B / 1-C / 1-D / 1-E but desirous of seeking change to a seat that was not available to them at that point of time, shall attend this round for a change. 

· The reserved category candidates who are not admitted in Stage 1-A / 1-B / 1-C / 1-D / 1-E may attend this round for a fresh admission. Seats falling vacant due to changes in admissions shall be made available to the next reserved category candidate in merit.

Stage 1-G: (All PH and all Defence vacancy Round)
Eligible candidates: All candidates who are claiming reservation for physically handicapped or for children of defence service personnel as per District level general merit list as per their inter se merit 

Seats available: After completion of Stage 1-F, the seats remaining vacant in any of the sub category of defence (namely D-1, D-2 and D–3) and physically handicapped (namely P-1, P-2 and P-3) shall be filled with reference to the inter se merit of all defence category candidates and physically handicapped candidates respectively in the district.

General notes:

· All the defence category candidates and  physically handicapped candidates in the district already admitted in Stage 1-A / 1-B / 1-C / 1-D / 1-E / 1-F , but desirous of seeking change to a seat that was not available to them at that point of time, shall attend this round for a change. 

· Those defence category candidates and physically handicapped candidates in the district who are not admitted in Stage 1-A / 1-B / 1-C/ 1-D /  1-E / 1-F earlier, may attend this round for a fresh admission. 

· Seats falling vacant due to changes in admissions shall be made available to the next candidate in merit in the respective category ( i.e. defence or Physically handicapped).

Stage 1-H: (General Merit Round vacancies)

Eligible candidates: All the candidates (open/reserved/male/female) of all the categories. 

Seats available: After completion of Stage 1-G, the seats remaining vacant, if any, shall be filled with reference to inter se merit of all the candidates (open/reserved/male/female) in the district. 

General notes:

· All the candidates already admitted in Stage 1-A / 1-B / 1-C / 1-D / 1-E / 1-F / 1-G, but desirous of seeking change to a seat that was not available to them at that point of time, shall attend this round for a change.

· Those candidates who are not admitted in Stage 1-A / 1-B / 1-C / 1-D / 1-E / 1-F / 1-G earlier, may attend this round for a fresh admission. 

· Seats falling vacant due to changes in admissions shall be made available to the next candidate in merit. 

· At the end of Admission round - 1, Candidates are eligible for attending  Admission Round-2. 

   6.2.4 Admission Round – 2 : (Round for filling vacancies due to  cancellations)  :

This admission round is conducted in two stages as described below. Vacant seats in 30%quota due to cancellations / vacancies will be offered to 70% quota in respective categories in stage 2A.
Stage 2 A:
Eligible candidates: All 70% backward class candidates who have applied to the institute and are eligible for the admission in respective caste category. After completion of this round, the vacancies in reserved category SC, ST, VJ, NT B, NT C, NT D, OBC shall be filled from the candidates of the reserved category as per inter se merit list of all reserved categories.

Seats available: The vacancies in backward class category seats within sanctioned intake after Round-1 and also the vacancies created due to cancellations of backward class category seats up to the previous day of start of Round-2 shall be filled with reference to inter se merit of all the backward class category candidates. Vacancies created due to cancellations during the round will not be offered during the round. 

General notes:

· The vacancy position and the detailed schedule will be displayed at the Admission Centre. 

· Any seat (to which a candidate might have been admitted in earlier rounds) falling vacant due to change in admission i.e. admission to a different seat in the current round, shall be made available to the next candidate in merit belonging to the same category as that of the seat.

Stage 2-B: 
Eligible candidates: All the candidates 70% quota (open / reserved / male / female) who have applied to the institute and are eligible for the admission.

Seats available: The vacancies within sanctioned intake after Stage-2A and also the vacancies created due to cancellations up to the previous day of start of Stage-2B shall be filled with reference to inter se merit of all the eligible candidates in the district. 

General notes:

· The vacancy position will be displayed at the Admission Centre. 

· Any seat (to which a candidate might have been admitted in earlier rounds) falling vacant due to change in admission i.e. admission to a different seat in the current round, shall be made available to the next candidate in merit.

6.2.5 Additional Round   : Counselling Round will be conducted only if the total vacancies exceed 5% of the total sanctioned intake.

· If any vacancies remain after the end of Stage-2B, the respective Principal of the Institute shall conduct additional round of admission for all the candidates (open / reserved / male / female) of all the categories as per their inter se merit.

7.0 Reporting at Admission Centre: 

a) Candidates should report personally to the Admission Authorities of the concerned Admission Centres as mentioned in these rules, on the date and time indicated by the concerned Admission Centres, with all original certificates needed to substantiate the claims made in the application regarding eligibility and reservation as specified in Annexure-B

b) If a candidate is unable to produce original certificates at the time of his or her admission on account of admission already secured to some other institution, he or she shall produce a certificate from the Head of the Institution where he or she has already taken admission indicating that he or she has been admitted to a particular course in that institution on a particular date and hence original certificates have been retained in that institution.  The candidate shall produce the attested copies of the certificates, duly attested by the Head of the concerned Institution.(such candidate shall produce the certificate as shown in proforma N at the time of admission with attested copies from same signatory/authority).

c) Candidates, who submit a certificate from Head of the Institution as per Rule 7-b, shall be required to pay the fees immediately at the time of admission. The candidate will have to submit the required original certificates to the concerned Admission Authority within a time limit allowed by the Admission Authority, which shall not be more than 10 working days after the date of payment of fees.

d) In case, any candidate can not report at the Admission Centre personally at the scheduled date and time because of circumstances beyond his or her control, he or she may authorise  representative, preferably a close relative, to report at the Admission Centre through an authorization letter in pro forma – L along with original certificates and necessary fees. The candidate shall justify with reasons for not reporting personally The decision taken by his / her representative regarding selection of a course / or college shall be binding on the candidate.

e) After scrutiny of original documents, if the candidate is offered admission to any course, according to inter se merit and availability of seats, the candidate will have to pay prescribed fees immediately at the time of admission and secure the admission offered to him or her.  If a candidate fails to pay the requisite fees in the mode of payment of fee as specified in rule 7.2, at the time of admission, the offer of admission made to him or her shall stand cancelled and the seat will be offered to the immediate next eligible candidate in merit.

f) If any candidate fails to report in person or fails to depute authorised representative for scrutiny of his or her application and subsequent offer of admission according to inter se merit, at the time and date prescribed for him or her, he or she will forfeit claim for admission to any course available at that point of time and the seat will be offered to the next eligible candidate in the merit list. 

g) If a candidate reports to the Admission Authority later than the time and date given, he or she shall be considered for admission against the seats available in his / her category at the time of reporting if that particular round of admission is still going on.

h) After the ‘Cut off date’ for admission through admission Authority, no claim for admission shall be entertained on any ground whatsoever. 

7.1 
Retention of Original certificates:

If a candidate is offered admission, his or her original School/College Leaving Certificate (last attended) will be retained by the concerned Admission Authority effecting the admission.  This original certificate will not be returned to any candidate once admitted to a course at the Admission Centre unless the candidate cancels his or her admission.

7.2 
Mode of payment of fees : 

· The candidate who has been offered a seat in any Polytechnic shall pay the prescribed tuition fees, development fees and other fees as indicated in 8.0 in the form of D. D. (no cash payment) in favour of the Principal of the respective institute. The admission shall be confirmed only after the payment of fees.

· All the candidates who are eligible for fee concession should produce documentary evidence issued by appropriate authority at the time of admission.

8.0 Fees, concessions, cancellations and refund: 100% refund of fees for the candidates who have cancelled their admission  and secured the admission in any other Govt. / Govt. Aided institute. 

8.1  prescribed: The annual tuition fees and other fees for Govt., Govt-Aided and Un-Aided Institutes as prescribed by the Government vide GR No. TEM 3396/7656 T.E.-1, dated 15th May 2000, is as indicated below.

8.2 Caution Money:  

Caution money deposits received from the students shall be refunded after successful completion of the course or after cancelling the admission. Unless there is any recovery, no deduction shall be made from the caution money deposit. However, the amount of caution money deposit shall be transferred to Students Aid Fund in case of Un-Aided colleges and credited to Government in case of Government and Non Government-Aided Colleges, if candidate does not apply for refund, 

· within 3 complete financial years after the student actually leaves the institution;                                                  or 

· Within 3 complete financial years after the date of successful completion of the course, whichever is earlier. 

8.3 Less tuition fee charged by college:

In case the candidate is admitted to a college where the tuition fee is less than that prescribed by the Government, the Principal of the concerned college shall refund the difference. 

8.4 
Concessions in tuition fee: 

8.4.1 E.B.C Concession :

 Candidates claiming concessions for Economically Backward Class (E.B.C.) admitted in Govt., and Govt.-Aided Polytechnics according to the Rules, shall, at the time of admission, produce a certificate from the Executive Magistrate to the effect that the candidate belongs to EBC category. They shall, on admission, also submit an application in the prescribed form for being granted the concession of free education, to the appropriate authorities through the college to which they are admitted within one month from the actual date of joining of college or as may be required. The students shall note that applications received after the due date may not be considered and in that case, they will have to pay the necessary fees. The concessions in tuition fee at the time of admission will be given only for Government and Government-Aided Institutions. In case of Un - Aided colleges, the respective colleges will refund the fees paid by the candidates after the respective competent authority grants the concession.

8.4.2 
Concession for sons and daughters of Teaching and Non-teaching staff of Primary, secondary and   
higher secondary schools: 

Candidates claiming concessions for sons and daughters of primary, secondary school and higher secondary schools (junior colleges) teachers or non teaching staff admitted in Govt., and Govt.-Aided Polytechnics category according to the Rules, shall, at the time of admission, produce 

(i) A declaration in a format as prescribed by the Govt.

(ii) a certificate from Head of school or college in support of the statement made in declaration duly endorsed by      

      the Education Officer of the Area. 

They shall, on admission, also submit an application in the prescribed form for being granted the concession of free education, to the appropriate authorities through the college to which they are admitted within one month from the actual date of joining of college or as may be required. The students shall note that applications received after the due date may not be considered and in that case, they will have to pay the necessary fees. The concessions in tuition fee at the time of admission will be given only for Government and Government-Aided Institutions. In case of Un - Aided colleges, the respective colleges will refund the fees paid by the candidates after the respective competent authority grants the concession.

8.5 
Cancellation of admission:

a) The candidate should have taken admission by paying necessary tuition and other fees and should have submitted original certificates before the candidate applies for cancellation. In case candidate fails to submit any of the original documents within the allowed time limit, the admission shall be treated as cancelled. Refund of fees shall not be applicable to such candidates.

b) The candidate desirous of cancelling admission shall apply for cancellation in the pro forma – M only.

c) The candidate cancelling admission shall forfeit the candidature and no longer be considered for the admission offered by the Competent Authority during the current year and fees shall be refunded to the candidate after deducting an amount as prescribed in these rules.

d) All cancellations shall be made at the concerned Polytechnic where the candidate is admitted.

8.6 
Issue of School/College Leaving Certificate: 

a) If during the course of studies, a candidate desires to discontinue studies for any reason whatsoever, he or she shall be allowed to do so and it shall be presumed that he or she has cancelled admission at that stage. The Principal shall issue Institution Leaving Certificate and fees shall be refunded as provided in these rules.

b) If the admission is cancelled on or before 31st August of the admission year, the original school or college leaving certificate on the strength of which a candidate was admitted shall be returned.

c) If the admission is cancelled after 31st August of the admission year, the leaving certificate from the institution where the candidate was finally admitted should be issued. A true copy of the original school or college leaving certificate retained by the institute may be issued, if requested by the candidate, duly attested by the Head of the Institute.

8.7 
Refund of fees:

The candidate who has been provisionally admitted may cancel admission by submitting an application in duplicate, in the prescribed pro forma - M and may request for refund of fees. The refund of fees as applicable shall be made in due course. It is made clear that such application for cancellation will be considered if and only if the admission is confirmed by paying the prescribed tuition fee and other fees in full and by submitting the original documents. Refund shall be made after deduction of the cancellation charges as shown below:

1. In the event of a student/ candidate withdrawing before the starting of the course, the wait-listed candidates should be given admissions against the vacant seat.  The entire fee collected from the student, after a deduction of the processing fee of not more than Rs.1000/- (Rupees one thousand only) shall be refunded and returned by the Institution to the student/candidate withdrawing from the programme.  

2. Should a student leave after joining the course and if the seat consequently falling vacant has been filled by another candidate by the last date of admission, the Institution must return the fee collected with proportionate deductions of monthly fee and proportionate hostel rent, where applicable.
Note :  In case of candidates belonging to SC  / ST / VJ /  DT / NT-B / NT-C / NT-D / OBC/SBC who have secured a seat in Govt. or Govt Aided Polytechnic, the amount specified above is  to  be  levied  on  the  candidates  as  cancellation  charges  on  cancellation  of admission before handing over the original certificates.

9.0   Miscellaneous:
· The medium of instruction for Diploma courses in Engineering / Technology in all the institutes is English.
· Physical fitness: Head of the institution at his or her discretion may refer any candidate to the appropriate medical authority for ascertaining the physical fitness of the candidate to undergo the requirements of the course. The report of medical authority shall be submitted to the Regional Head of Technical Education for further necessary action. It is to be noted that physically handicapped candidates are not provided with any additional facilities as far as the academic activities pertaining to the course is concerned. 

· Head of the institution may verify the antecedents of any candidate through the appropriate police authority. The report received from police authority shall be submitted to the Regional Head of Technical Education for further necessary action.
· Excess admissions: If any Admission Authority or Principal of any institution makes admissions more than the sanctioned intake, action will be taken  as per G.R. No.NGC-2005/(821/05)/MaShi, dated 22/01/2007 against concerned institution.
10.0   Hostel Accommodation:

Accommodation in Hostel cannot be guaranteed to all the candidates admitted.  Hostel fees payable etc. should be ascertained by the students from the Principal of the Polytechnic to which they intend to take admission.  Candidates (both boys and girls) are advised to verify personally whether the hostel accommodation is available or not, by contacting Principals of Polytechnics where they are intending to seek admission. The Principal of the Polytechnics shall consider sympathetically on priority the applications of physically handicapped candidates, sons and daughters of Jammu and Kashmir migrants and GoI nominees for Hostel accommodation.   

11.0
Conduct and discipline:

11.1 Notwithstanding anything contained in these Rules, if the Govt. takes any policy decision

pertaining to Diploma admissions, then the same shall be brought in to effect at that point of time as per the directives from the Govt. from time to time.

11.2 The students while studying in any college, if found indulging in anti-national activities

contrary to the provisions of Acts and Laws enforced by Government or in any activity contrary to rules of discipline,  will be liable to be expelled from the college without any notice by the Principal of the college.

11.3 

Action against ragging: Maharashtra Prohibition of Ragging Act 1999 which is in effect from 15th 
May 1999 has the following provisions for Action against Ragging.

a) Ragging within or outside of any educational institution is prohibited.

b) Whosoever directly or indirectly commits, participates in, abets, or propagates ragging within or outside any educational institution shall, on conviction, be punished with imprisonment for a term up to 2 years and / or penalty, which may extend to ten thousand rupees.

c) Any student convicted of an offence of ragging shall be dismissed from the educational institution and such student shall not be admitted in any other educational institution for a period of five years from the date of order of such dismissal.

d) Whenever any student or, as the case may be, the parent or guardian or a teacher of an educational institution complaints, in writing, of ragging to the head of the educational institution, the head of the educational institution shall, without prejudice to the foregoing provisions, within seven days of the receipt of the complaint, enquire into the matter mentioned in the complaint and if, prima facie, it is found true, suspend the student who is accused of the offence, and shall, immediately forward the complaint to the police station having jurisdiction over the area in which the educational institution is situated, for further action. Where, on enquiry by the head of the educational institution, it is found that there is no substance, prima facie, in the complaint received; he/she shall intimate the fact, in writing, to the complainant. The decision of the head of the educational institution shall be final.

e) If the head of the educational institution fails or neglects to act in the manner specified in section “d” above when a complaint of ragging is made, such person shall be deemed to have abetted the offence and shall, on conviction, be punished as provided for in section “b” above.

11.4  If any of the statement made in application form or any information supplied by the candidate in connection with his or her admission is later on at any time, found to be false or incorrect, his or her admission will be cancelled, fees forfeited and he or she may be expelled from the college by the Principal. An appeal against the order of expulsion, however, may be preferred  within 7 days to the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, Mumbai, whose decision in such cases will be final. 

11.5 Undertaking : 

All candidates who have applied for admission shall be deemed to have submitted the following undertaking: 

I have read all the Rules of Admission and after understanding these rules thoroughly, I have filled in the application form for admission for the current year. 

The information given by me in my application is true to the best of my knowledge and belief. I understand that if any of the statements made by me  in  the application form or any information supplied by me in connection with my admission is later on at any time, found to be false or incorrect, my admission will be cancelled, fees forfeited and I may be expelled from the college by the Principal.

a) I have not been debarred from appearing at any examination held by any Government constituted or statutory examination authority in India.

b) I fully understand that the offer of a course will be made to me depending on my inter se merit and availability of a seat at the time of scrutiny of my application, when I will actually report to the admission authority according to the schedule of admission.

c) I understand that no document after the last date of submission will be entertained for the purpose of claims or concessions etc. in connection with my admission unless otherwise mentioned in the rules.

d) I am fully aware that the Competent Authority or its representative will not make any correspondence with me regarding admission. I am also aware that it is entirely my responsibility to see the notices on the notice boards of concerned Admission Centre.

e) I am aware that any rule imposed by the Examination Authority of MSBTE / Autonomous Institutes such as ‘imposing limits on the number of attempts permissible to pass any examination’ shall be binding on me.

f) I hereby agree to conform to any Rules, Acts and Laws enforced by Government and I hereby undertake that, I will do nothing either inside or outside the institution which may result in disciplinary action against me under these rules, acts and laws referred to.

g) I fully understand that the Principal of the college where I would be admitted, has a right to expel me from the institution for any infringement of the rules of conduct and discipline prescribed by the institution or MSBTE / Governing body of Autonomous Institutes or Government and the undertaking given above. 

h) Condition of minimum attendance: I am fully aware that, I will not be allowed to appear for the examination if I do not attend minimum 75% theory classes, and 100% practical, drawing etc. I am also aware that I will not be allowed to appear for the examination, if I fail to submit satisfactorily all the assignments, jobs, journals, drawings, reports as specified by the MSBTE / Governing body of Autonomous Institutes within stipulated time limit. 

12.0 Direct admission to the Second Year of Post SSC full Time Diploma Courses

The Rules prescribed for direct admission to second year post SSC full time Diploma Courses in Engineering / Technology shall be available with the Heads of the Institutions. Candidates desirous of seeking admission to direct second year may contact the individual Head of the Institution for further details about the rules of admissions and admission schedule. 

13.0 Transfer of Student: 

· A candidate once admitted in the first year or semester of a course shall not be transferred during the same year or semester to any other institution or course for any reason except because of operation of a better choice.

· If a candidate gets an admission according to his / her merit for any course in any other institution anywhere within the area or outside the area of admission, he/ she has to report to the concerned admission centre, requesting for cancellation of admission. His/ her certificates and fees as admissible may be returned or transferred.

· A candidate admitted in any Government or Govt. Aided polytechnic and passing the first year or second semester examination or any higher year or even semester examination as the case may be, in full (not with ATKT), may be transferred to another Government or Govt. Aided polytechnic in next year or semester on getting admission in the same course or another course, if eligible, provided a vacancy exists and he/ she stands in merit in comparison to other candidates aspiring for such change.  In this case, the Principal of the polytechnic shall be authorized to admit such candidates by the following approved procedure.  The priority for such admissions shall be in the following order: -

a) Candidates from the same polytechnic aspiring for the change of course.

b) Candidates from other polytechnics aspiring for only transfer into their original discipline.

c) Candidates from other polytechnics aspiring for transfer as well as change of course.

· The Rule 13 shall not be applicable to the candidates in Unaided polytechnics for transfer to Government or Non Govt. Aided polytechnics.

· The Rule 13 shall be applicable for transfer of candidates from and among the Unaided polytechnics, provided both the polytechnics agree in writing for the respective transfers and the examination authority agrees thereof.  Such transfer shall be permitted, subject to approval of the Joint Director of Technical Education of the concerned region.

· In exceptional cases, on genuine humanitarian grounds or closure of the course by Government order, the Government may permit the unaided polytechnic to transfer such candidates to another Unaided polytechnic only.

· Transfer of candidate from one polytechnic to another during Third Semester/Second Year should be allowed only if no objection certificate is issued in writing by the Principal of polytechnic to which the student belongs.  Transfers made in accordance with this clause should be reported immediately to the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, Mumbai and also to the Secretary, Maharashtra State Board of Technical Education, Mumbai /Regional Office Board of Technical Education, by the Principal of the polytechnic to which the candidate is transferred along with a copy of No Objection Certificate given by the Principal of other polytechnic. 

14.0 Additional rules for admissions to diploma courses in Unaided Polytechnics 

· As per Government Education and Employment Department Resolution No.TEM-3382/111836(190)-TE-1A, dated 21st May 1983, the Rules for admission to Diploma Course in Government and Aided Polytechnics will be applicable to Unaided Private Polytechnics also, wherever the qualifying examination and eligibility conditions are the same.  These Polytechnics should observe the reservation of seats for Backward Class applicants as laid down in these Rules.

· Unaided Private Polytechnics /Institutions shall call applications from the eligible students from the recognized institutes/schools in Maharashtra and outside Maharashtra within the period as specified by the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, Mumbai.
· Unaided Private Polytechnics can offer the vacant seats, if any, after the admissions of eligible students from the recognized institutes/schools situate in Maharashtra, to eligible students from the recognized institutes/schools situate outside Maharashtra, maximum to the extent of 20 percent of sanctioned intake. But in any case, for admission to the course, the candidate must fulfil the eligibility condition as mentioned in Rule 2.0. Also, the percentage of out side Maharashtra candidates so admitted should not exceed 20% of the sanctioned intake for any course in the institution. However if the vacancies exist more than 20% of the Sanctioned Intake Capacity after exhausting Institute Level Merit List of aspiring candidates from Maharashtra State, then the institutions have to apply to The Director of Technical Education, M. S., Mumbai for obtaining approval to fill up such vacancies from among the candidates from Outside Maharashtra State. 

· In case, the Government due to excess admissions during last year reduces the sanctioned intake, the sanctioned intake for such polytechnics shall be as per the directives from the Government from time to time.

· The merit list and the list of admitted students shall be submitted for approval to the Joint Director of Technical Education, Regional Office, within two weeks time from the last date of admission specified by the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, Mumbai.
